Holida y/Sant a Program received a r ecor d number of q ualif ied
applicants, and our T r ansitional Housing Pr og ram held a w aiting
lis tf orse ver al mont hs.

While t he demand f or our ser vices r ose, t he agency r eceiv ed
r eductions in funding and philantr hopic suppor t, as w ould be
expect ed. | am pleasedt or epor t, ho wever,thatduet othe fore-
sight of our Boar dsever aly ear sago, w e successfull y com ple ted
an endo wment Cam paign. Fort hefirsttimew ewereablet o utlize
theint erestandg ro wt h oft hisfundt o maint aint he same le vel of
ser vicet ot hoseinneed. Aslwr itethis, | do see signs of economic

gro wt hand anticipat eitwilbeaf ewmor eyear sbef or e asense of
secur ityisr estor edf orman y. Untilsuc htime,t he NPCC willmain -
tainitsvior ancyandbepr esentt oser veast hatsaf etyne tandpr o-
vide solutions t oc hang e liv es.
