Revolving Loan Fund

milies who have otherwise
Peen self-sufficient but are fac-
ing the possibility of losing their
homes due to unforeseen circum-
stances now have an avenue to pur-
sue for assistance in the Revolving
Loan Fund, a new component of our
Prevention & Intervention of
Homelessness Program.

The Greater Nashua Continuum of
Care, the City of Nashua, and
United W ay of Greater Nashua col-
laborated to implement the Revolving
Loan Fund, which offers families a
one-time loan to assist with their
mortgage payment. Recipients must
demonstrate the ability and motiva-
tion to repay the loan and remain cur-
rent with their mortgage.

The City of Nashua provided $10,000
of seed money for the initiative last
fall, which enabled the Revolving
Loan Fund to process its first loan.
United Way of Greater Nashua
matched the $10,000 grant this
spring. The program is expected to
assist eight families during its first
year.
